Electrical Current

» If there are malfunctions during operation, disconnect the appliance from the
power supply.

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4.3 Functions of the Appliance

Installation and operation

The display fridge is ideally suited a product counter area in any sales hall. The
height adjustable shelves with price strips offer attractive display surface for chilled
beverages, snacks and food courses.

5 Installation and operation
5.1 Installation

Unpacking / Positioning

» Unpack the appliance, remove all external and internal packaging elements and
shipment safeguards.

A CAUTION!

Choking hazard!

Prevent children from accessing package materials, for instance: plastic
bags and EPS.

« If the appliance is covered with a protective film, remove it. Remove the film
slowly, so no glue residues are left. Remove any glue residues with the use of a
suitable solvent.

» Be careful not to damage the rating plate and warning labels fixed on the
appliance.

* Never place the appliance in humid or wet environment.

» Place the appliance in a way making the connections easily accessible, so that
they may be quickly disconnected if such a need arises.

» The appliance should be placed on surfaces that are:

— even, with sufficient bearing capacity, resistant to water, dry and resistant
to high temperatures;

— sufficiently large, and thus enabling usage of the appliance with no
problems;

— easily accessible;
— well ventilated.

* In order to avoid damage to the compressor, do not tilt the appliance more than
45° when positioning or transporting it.

Do not place the appliance in direct sunlight or in the vicinity of heat sources
(cooker, radiator, heating devices, etc.). Heat sources may negatively affect
power consumption, and restrict functions of the appliance, too.

Do not block nor cover the ventilation openings nor air inlet or air outlet of the
appliance.

Place the appliance so that sufficient air circulation is ensured. Do not block nor
cover ventilation openings in the rear wall of the appliance.

Leave at least 10 cm clearance from walls and other objects.

Lock the casters with the parking brake when the appliance is set in a suitable
location.

Power supply connection

Verify if technical data of the appliance (see rating plate) correspond with the
local electric power grid specification.

Connect the appliance to a single, properly grounded mains socket with
protective contact. Do not connect the appliance to a multi-socket.

The power cord should be laid in a way preventing anyone from threading on it
or tripping against it.

Prior to first use, the appliance should be installed and left standing upright for at
least 2 hours, before it is connected to power supply.

After a power failure or when the plug is removed from the socket, do not
reconnect the appliance to power supply for at least 5 minutes.
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5.2 Operation

Tips for the User

» Shelves may be positioned at various heights. Arrange them adequately to the
size of beverage and food product containers, so that the inner space of the
appliance is used optimally.

* Beverages and food products in suitable containers should be arranged on the
shelves so that proper distances between them allow for sufficient air circulation
inside the appliance. Insufficient distances hinder the cooling effect.

» Do not place warm food dishes in the appliance; cool them down to ambient
temperature first.

» To limit loss of cold air minimize the opening time of door during operation.

» If possible, in the event of a sudden power failure, avoid opening the doors of
the appliance in order to avoid loss of cool air.

Preparation of Appliance

1. Prior to the first use clean the appliance and its components thoroughly
according to the instructions included in section 6 'Cleaning'.

To end with, dry the appliance and accessories thoroughly.

At a required height, place supports on guide rails and insert shelves.
Close the glass pane sliding doors at server's side.

Plug the appliance into a suitable single socket.

Appliance Start-up

1. Switch the appliance on with the ON/OFF switch located at user's side.

The green indicator light integrated with the ON/OFF switch will come on.
The appliance will be cooled down to the factory pre-set temperature.
The digital display shows current temperature inside the appliance. The LCD

cooling indicator ‘*‘ will come on, and it will be lit throughout the entire cooling
process.

2. Beverages and food products should be placed in the appliance only when it
reaches the required temperature.

3. If needed, the temperature may be altered with digital temperature control
regulator buttons.

Setting the Set Value (Set Temperature Value)

The optimum temperature setting is factory default and it equals the appliance
operating temperature of approx. 2—10°C.

The set temperature may be changed the following way:
press button shortly; the set value will start to flash immediately;
— use E or E buttons to increase or decrease temperature value;

use button to confirm the set temperature value.

If no button is pressed within the next 10 seconds, the digital display will show
current temperature inside the appliance.

NOTE!

If additional parameter settings are to be changed, contact technical
service.

Defrosting

Automatic Defrosting

Automatic defrosting is configured automatically and is executed 4 times per 24
hours.

Manual Defrosting

If cooling efficiency drops (e.g. after a longer period of door opening) or if defrosting
needs to be executed following another schedule than the factory default one, there
is a possibility of manual setting of the defrost function.

1. Press button and hold it pressed for 6 seconds, to initiate instant defrosting.

The LCD defrosting indicator light & will come on. The defrosting process starts.

After the defrosting process the LCD defrosting indicator light =% goes off. The next
defrosting process starts automatically within 6 hours.
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The appliance is equipped with 2 LED lighting strips in the top section of glass
panes.

Cleaning and Maintenance

Switching the LED Lighting On/Off

1. If needed, press E&f button shortly to switch the LED lighting on.
2. Pressthe button again, to switch the LED lighting off.

Switching the Appliance Off

1. If the appliance is not to be used any more or is scheduled for cleaning, it should
be switched off with the ON/OFF switch.

2. Disconnect the appliance from the mains socket (pull the plug out).

6 Cleaning and Maintenance

6.1 Safety Instructions for Cleaning

» Before cleaning, disconnect the appliance from the power supply.

» Leave the appliance to cool down completely.
» Make sure water does not enter the appliance. Do not immerse the appliance in EN
water or other liquids during cleaning. Do not clean the appliance with a

pressurized water jet.

+ Do not use any sharp or pointed, nor metal implements (knife, fork, etc.). Sharp
or pointed implements may damage the appliance, and when in contact with live
parts, they may cause electric shock.

» For cleaning, do not use any scouring agents that contain solvents nor corrosive
cleaning agents. They may damage the surface.

6.2 Cleaning

1. Atthe end of a working day, clean the appliance thoroughly.
2. Remove all objects from the appliance.

3. In order to facilitate cleaning, remove the glass pane sliding doors by lifting and
pulling them out.

4. If necessary, remove shelves.

5. Use a soft, damp cloth to clean the glass pane sliding doors and shelves. Use a
mild cleaning agent if required.

6. Use a soft, damp cloth to wipe the inside and the outside of side glass panes, as
well as front glass pane.
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7. Use a soft, damp cloth to clean the bottom baseplate, housing and frame of the
appliance.

8. Wipe cleaned elements and surfaces with a cloth moistened in fresh water.
9. Finally, thoroughly dry all cleaned parts and surfaces with a soft cloth.

10. Fix the shelves at the appropriate height and reattach the glass sliding doors.
11. Leave the glass pane sliding doors open for the appliance to dry completely.

» Let the appliance to be inspected by professional technician at least once a year
or as required.
